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Scholarships Make the Impossible Possible
Foundation Takes Financial Piece out of Decision Making

WHAT: Lutheran High School Scholarship Program grants awards to high-achieving students who would not otherwise be able to attend a tuition-based school due to their financial disability. The Program awards four-year scholarships to graduates of Lutheran grade schools to attend one of two area Lutheran High Schools.
WHERE: Luther High School North, 5700 W. Berteau Ave., Chicago, IL 60634.

Walther Lutheran High School, 900 Chicago Ave., Melrose Park, IL 60160.
WHO: There are currently over 30 students in the program and the Foundation plans to add 4 more recipients for the next school year.

Romanian immigrant and sophomore scholarship recipient Paul Dobria chose Luther High School North over top rated charter schools for its Christian values, but since his parents are currently on sabbatical finishing doctoral degrees, their salary could not have funded his tuition. Because of the scholarship, Paul’s parents can be proud of both his #2 class rank and his knowledge of the Gospels.
WHY: Chicagoland Lutheran Educational Foundation strives to take the financial piece out of the decision making by providing scholarships, so parents can choose to send their child to a tuition-based Christian school, so that he can get individualized attention while growing in a Christ-centered environment.
HOW: Donors commit to adopting a child at $4,000 a year for four years, so a deserving student can experience Christ’s love through a quality Christian education despite his financial need. The donor may choose to name his designated scholarship and the Foundation will send the donor letters of appreciation from the adopted student. The Foundation currently seeks sponsors.
WHEN: Next Fall’s scholarship recipients will be chosen in April 2011.
